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e Construction at intersections with a new station Twin Cities, MN

varies by location but may include some utility
work, new road, sidewalk, traffic signal changes,
shelters and other station features.

* Impacts may include intersection closure up to
1 month and/or lane restrictions up to 6 months.

e Sidewalks will remain open on at least one side of
the road and pedestrian access will be maintained
to homes and businesses.

e Crews will install underground conduit for a fiber
optic network along the length of the whole
corridor to link technology at stations.
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
